The KunstKapel Zuidas proudly presents Round and Round, a cinematographic light installation by the Dutch artist Giny Vos. Each year, the Kunstkapel honours an artist who has installed a monumental artwork in Amsterdam’s new financial district, the Zuidas (South Axis). 2009 saw the launching of Giny Vos’s installation White Noise – Handwriting of the Universe, a commission she received from the Virtual Museum Zuidas and KPN, the leading Dutch telephony company. This computer-controlled light installation is situated on top of the Alticom tower in Zuidas Amsterdam.
Round and Round is about the history of moving images. Stills from the earliest films are mixed with the first, rough computer images, translated into huge pixels as a reference to the world of digital images. Referencing this history, Vos investigates aspects of light and movement that have become the standard idiom of visual media.
Round and Round is a site-specific installation designed for the architecture of KunstKapel Zuidas, an almost uninterrupted round space. Especially for this installation, Vos and her team designed a new digital program. A construction of 4096 LED pixels covers the space with an ever-changing pattern of light and dark. Because the computer-controlled pixels can show all 256 gradations of grey, clearly recognizable images arise in the abstract pattern of huge pixels. As such, the KunstKapel is transformed into a ‘zoetrope’, the first mechanical apparatus to give the illusion of moving images. Here, the light comes from the installation, while the beholder stands in the middle of the artwork, surrounded by a performance consisting of fragments and flashes that by means of light and dark revive the earliest form of moving images.
Giny Vos (Rotterdam, 1959) is an artist who realizes monumental light installations in public space. Her art is a reaction to life in urban environments, and the site itself always plays an essential role. Other works by Giny Vos in public space include Lokroep (Westpoortbeheer Council Offices, Amsterdam); Kristalpaleis (Elicium, RAI Congress Center, Amsterdam); Reizend Zand (square at railway station in Apeldoorn); Miracle in Between (Delhi, India: Exhibition 48oC Public Art Ecology).
In 2010, the monograph Singing in the Dark was published by Valiz Publishers, Amsterdam. Earlier, the Dutch public broadcasting company AVRO featured the work of Vos in the art series Kunstuur. www.ginyvos.nl
